During his keynote address, Mr. Dwesini from the TB

government plans to test about five million people in 
the whole country for 2025”, adding that there is a 95 95 
95 strategy that is in place to ensure that 95% of people 
within the district are tested and know their statuses, 95% 
of people who are taking their treatment thoroughly and 
95% of people who know about their viral load. This is a 
government’s effort to combat TB.
Primary School learners were gifted with hygiene packs 
and The Eastern Cape Department of Health was offering 
services like testing for TB, HIV, Pap Smear and other 
health screenings were performed during the program

The Eastern Cape Provincial Legislature Portfolio Committee and 
Cooperative Governance and Traditional Affairs (COGTA) conducted 
public hearing in to solicit views and inputs on the Independent 
Municipal Demarcation Authority (IMDA) Bill.

The purpose of the bill was to provide for the establishment, functions and 
powers of the Independent Municipal Demarcation Authority (IMDA), 
to provide for the criteria and procedures for the determination and 
redetermination of municipal boundaries, to provide for the delimitation 
of wards, to provide for the establishment of the Demarcation Appeals 
Authority and to provide for municipal capacity assessments. 

"This is a very important bill, and we urge the public to take part in all our 
public hearings and make their inputs", said Mr Nhlamulo Mathye. 

The public hearings form part of the legislature’s constitutionally mandated 
public participation process, which involves consulting the public in law-
making and in working together to build better communities.

During engagements, Cllr. Lihle Chalo said "The Bill was aimed at repealing 
and substituting the current Municipal Demarcation Act of 1998 to align 
it with current demarcation board practices", he further proposed that 
in demarcation processes, communities that will be affected should be 
considered".

Since its 
establishment in 1984 the 
school has been operating 
on temporal prefabs with no 
permanent structure. Other 
challenges include limited 
ablution facilities, lack of ICTs 
infrastructure and scientific 
laboratories, substance 
abuse, teenage pregnancy 
and I.D. documents for 
learners.

The Department of Education 
represented by Chief Director 
of Cluster A, Mr. Monwabisi 
Mbangeni, committed to 
ensuring that the school is built, 
although no time frames were 
set. Various other speakers 
encouraged learners and 
teachers work harder in the 2025 
academic year in order to keep 
the schools momentum as it 
has been progressing well since 
2023 where they achieved 76% 
and in 2024 the achieved 87% 
(an 11% increase in the matric 

pass rate). 

The Department of Social 
Development also donated 
50 Sanitary Dignity Packs to 
assist leaners in need. The 
school principal, Mr. Manci 
expressed gratitude for the 
visit to his school, saying that 
they hope that the issues 
they raised with the Office 
of the Premier and Mayor 
present will be addressed 
swiftly.
